 All senior paddlers must have completed in a minimum of 2 domestic Marathon races and junior/u23 paddlers must  have completed a minimum of 3  domestic marathon races before the European Championships otherwise they forfeit their place which will be offered to the next best placed paddler in the selection race who has met all criteria.

 Any U23 paddler achieving selection for both senior and U23 must choose one long course to compete in.

  Short course selection Race will be held Sat 5th April. Venue and time  TBC.
 K2 selection event if required will be Athy Ranking Race April 6th. All paddlers must have competed in the K1 selection event .

 Selection race for remaining K1 Long Course places will be Blessington Ranking Race July 20th.

o The Male selection race will be the Div 1

o The Female selection race will be the Div 3

o All paddlers must have achieved the minimum standard times

 All senior paddlers must have completed a minimum of 2 domestic marathon events and all Juniors /U23s must have completed  a minimum of 4 domestic marathon events before the World Championships otherwise they forfeit their place which will be offered to the next best placed paddler in the selection race who has met all criteria.

 Any U23 paddler achieving selection for both senior and U23 must choose one long course to compete in.

 Selection race for Short Course World Championships will be May 18th at SLCC.( Note this is before Marathon Euros )
 Any crew wishing to be selected in K2 for any category must contact  canoemarathonirelandcommittee@gmail.com   no later than Wednesday June 10th. A k2 election event will arranged if required.

General Selection notes

 For classes with two or less eligible paddlers a selection race will not be required.

 The committee will nominate/arrange a K2 selection race should it be required for the World

Championships.

 In the event of an athlete withdrawal the place will be offered to the next highest placed athlete in the relevant selection race. In the case where no other athlete who raced for selection is available the committee may nominate any qualified paddler, using most recent performances as a guide. The committee may nominate any qualified paddlers who are travelling to an event as reserve team member.

Athlete Eligibility

To be eligible to compete for Ireland, athletes must meet and maintain for the duration of the 2025
competition season the following athlete eligibility criteria:

1. Be a current registered member of Canoeing Ireland who is eligible to represent Ireland

at ICF Canoe Marathon  events in accordance with ICF rules and have no outstanding debt to

Canoeing Ireland or any of its technical committees.

2 Be eligible to represent Ireland under Canoeing Ireland and  ICF Canoe marathon Rules.
3. Is not under a doping violation investigation or serving a suspension/sanction for a Doping  violation.

4. Must complete WADA  ADEL  anti-doping course prior to International Racing.

5. Is fit to perform to the best of their ability.

6. Has signed the relevant  CMI Code of Conduct.
5. Terms & Conditions
a) Previous selection policies or criteria can have no bearing on this 2025 selection policy.

b) No athlete can be considered for selection for the 2025 Irish Canoe Marathon team if they do not

meet and maintain the athlete eligibility criteria set out in section  above.

c) An athlete who for any reason, fails to maintain eligibility may be removed from the 2025

Irish Canoe Marathon  team. 

d) Athletes for all major international events must comply with the International Canoe

Federation (ICF) Rules and European Canoe Association (ECA) Rules. Entry to ICF and

ECA events is restricted to members of the National Governing Bodies affiliated to the ICF

and the ECA. In Ireland, the affiliated National Governing Body is Canoeing Ireland.

e) Canoeing Ireland reserves the right to deselect and suspend any athlete who is under

investigation for disciplinary offences under Canoeing Ireland /ICF rules. Any athlete who

is serving an active sanction arising from a disciplinary matter will not be eligible for team

membership. This includes doping offences.
